DESCRIPTION
P654X Bronx School for Arts & Exploration is a K–8 learning community grounded in the belief that all students can achieve at high levels through rigorous academics, meaningful relationships, and rich artistic experiences. Our mission is to cultivate curious, confident, and creative thinkers who explore their identities, express their ideas, and contribute positively to their communities. We provide a strong foundation in literacy and mathematics, enhanced by the integration of visual and performing arts, within inclusive, student-centered classrooms that use data-informed instruction, small group learning, and consistent routines to support all learners. We prioritize social-emotional development, community building, and strong family partnerships as essential components of student success. We seek a school social worker who is committed to equity, collaboration, and continuous growth, and who has the capacity to build strong relationships with students and families, provide counseling and crisis intervention, support students’ social-emotional and behavioral development, and collaborate with staff and outside agencies to ensure a safe, inclusive, and supportive school environment for all learners.
A 2-day summer planning institute will offer an essential opportunity for staff to be involved in developing the school’s culture and instructional program. 

Because we believe that all staff members play an important role in the education of our students, the school will offer opportunities for social workers to support and participate in activities such as:

· After-school and/or Saturday tutoring programs, enrichment, sports, arts, and family programs
· In-house school committees and/or special programs
· Daytime professional development such as inquiry work and collaborative conversation among staff members
· Any other opportunities @BSAE that are outside of social workers’ contractual obligations, but within the scope of a social worker’s responsibilities.

Advance notice of dates will be supplied, and those who participate will be compensated according to the terms of the UFT contract. Staff participation in these activities is voluntary, although strongly encouraged, as they are very important to the development of the school.

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS
Certified Social Worker in New York City schools, [bilingual +Spanish preferred,] with satisfactory ratings and attendance.

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES
Because roles in small schools are varied and complex, serious consideration will be given to applicants who demonstrate in their resume and cover letter experience and/or willingness to commit to the school’s mission and core beliefs and to become involved in these essential aspects:
· Practicing counseling to facilitate professional growth and collaboration that supports overall learning environment for students 
· Participating in regular faculty development, reflective practice, professional organizations, peer coaching and Critical Friends Group work 
· Counseling students, individually and in groups, regarding discipline, social and emotional development, substance abuse, conflict mediation,  and making appropriate referrals 
· Maintaining regular and open communication with parents 
· Developing and maintaining partnerships with participating educational institutions, industry partners, and community-based organizations to support school initiatives including job shadowing, internships, and other academic opportunities 
· Have an open door policy to the school community 
· Providing strategies, supports and working with teachers to promote social and emotional competence in the classroom 
· Working collaboratively with staff and families to address attendance issues and help improve students’ attendance
· Leading school’s Pupil Personnel Team (PPT) and effectively create and implement plans of action for students whom the team identifies as those needing interventions 
· Participating in community outreach events that foster healthy family involvement 


SELECTION CRITERIA
The successful candidate will demonstrate:

· Willingness to carry out the above duties and responsibilities

	· Ability to collaborate with staff 
· Knowledge of or ability to make referrals for students in need of additional services or alternative placements 
· Evidence of successful counseling strategies with regard to discipline, social and emotional development, substance abuse, and conflict mediation 
· Experience with conflict resolution programs including, but not limited to, restorative justice and peer mediation 
· Ability to provide strategies to staff in promoting social and emotional competence throughout the school
· Ability to intervene in crisis situations with verbal de-escalation techniques 
· Evidence of success leading workshops and discussions with/for parents 
· Strong leadership, interpersonal, and communication skills 
· Ability to effectively communicate orally and writing with colleagues, parents, students, and the community 
· Commitment to continuous professional growth (e.g. professional development, formal education, professional literature)
