[] Students who are at least
15 years old with no recent
educational records can enroll
in high school.

* Prepare the following documents:

o Proof of your child's age (birth certificate, passport, or record of
baptism)

o Your child’'s immunization record (if available)
o Your child's latest report card/transcript (if available)

o Two documents verifying proof of address—find examples of
accepted documents at on.nyc.gov/RegistrationChecklist

Families in temporary housing are not required to provide
documentation in order to enroll. To find out if this applies to you,
visit schools.nyc.gov/STH.

Year-round infant and toddler programs are available for children aged 6 weeks to 2 years
old, for up to 10 hours a day. Eligibility is based on income and family needs. Learn more at

If you are looking for a school for the next school year, you can submit an application during the
application period for the following grade levels: 3-K, Pre-K, kindergarten, sixth and ninth grade.
